Wedge Weave Fundamentals
Student Supplies:

e Table or floor loom warped in plain weave at 6 EPI with 8/4 linen at 594yd/Ib., (other warp yarn
of similar weight may be substituted), plus a few extra yards of warp yarn. Warp should be 12
inches wide and approximately 1 yard long.

e Approximately 1 Ib. wool weft in several colors but in one weight ranging from 260 to 350
yds./lIb.

Or

e Tapestry loom warped at 8 EPI with linen, hemp or seine twine at 800yds/lb. and weft at
approximately 640 yds/lb.

e If you have been weaving weft-faced weaving on any of these looms, the sett and yarn you are
using will work.

e Six 1/8-inch dowels several inches longer than the width of warp (if using table or floor loom).

e Heavy beating fork if working with the heavier materials such as 8/4 linen, etc.

e Flat shuttles — 6-10 inches long.

e Scissors (including ones that can cut paper), ruler, pencil, tapestry needle.
